Prepare side panels: Place one
side panel (C) on a flat 
surface, using a soft material
to protect the panel.  Screw 4
lock bolts (H) into the plastic
sleeves on the side panel (C).
Repeat this step on the other
side panel.

Attach bottom panel: Align the
holes of the bottom panel (G)
with the corresponding holes
in the side panel (C).  Push the
bottom panel (G) against the
side panel (C). Using two
screws (L) attach side panel (C)
to base panel (G).

Attach front and back panels:
Align the dowels from the
front panel (E) and the back
panel (F) with the holes on
one of the side panels (C).
Push the front (E) and back (F)
panels against the side panel
(C) until they touch the side
panel (C). NOTE: LOCK NUT
HOLES FACE INWARD.

Attach the second side panel (C):
Place the second side panel (C)
on top of the front (E), back (F)
and bottom (G) panels and align
the dowels and bolts with the
holes.  Press the second side
panel (C) against the other pan-
els. Using two screws (L) attach
side panel (C) to base panel (G).

Insert covers (J): Stand the unit
upright and insert the plastic
covers (J) into the front (E) and
back (F) panels to cover the
locking rings (I).  
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Insert locking rings (I): Place
locking rings (I) into all  the cor-
responding holes in the front (E)
and back (F) panels.  Using a
Phillips screwdriver, turn each
locking ring clockwise 180
degrees untill tight.

Carefully
set the basin (B) on the counter top
and make sure that it is aligned
evenly around the counter top.
Press down on the basin (B) on
each side to secure it to the counter
top. Wipe any excess silicone
away with a wet cloth.

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Install O-ring between base of spout
assembly and the center hole of the
basin or countertop. 

Assemble the rubber washer, brass washer
and lock nut onto threads of spout shank
from the underside of mounting surface.

Attach T-connector with washer to spout
assembly and tighten. T-Connector should be
parallel with the hot and cold ends.

Prep Valves & Handles Remove the han-
dles from the valve body by loosening
the set screws with the allen wrench pro-
vided.

Prep Spout Assembly Remove the brass locking nut,
rubber washer and o-ring. Unscrew T-connector and
washer.

Unscrew the bell flange from the valve body.
Install the valve body from underneath the
sink making sure that the hot valve is on the
left and cold is on the right.

Adjust for
the basin or countertop thickness by raising the valve through
loosening the bell flange and tightening the lock nut. (Repeat for
other valve). NOTE: MAKE SURE THE WATER OUTLET IS FACING

Reattach handles with the set screws and Allen wrench provided.
Make sure handles turn 90˚ degrees.
